Time Frame: Two to three weeks.

Lesson Procedure:

1. Listen to a speaker with a disability or watch a video such as “I'm Tyler”
(www.imtyler.org) or “What the Silenced Say: An evening with Jonathon
Mooney” or other video related to disability.

2. Complete the Self-Awareness Map using words, pictures, magazine
collage, etc. Teacher will need to provide instruction on filling out the
map.

3. Ask for volunteers to share their map with the class.
